Geographical distribution

Moths are found in all vegetated cosysiems and are a staple food for many insectivorous

birds and mammals. The distribution of moths is quite

diverse and is influenced by various
factors such ag Climate,

Elevation, Latitude, Veegetation structure, Abiotic factor. Host plam
range [2].

Some examples of moth distribution include:

Geometrid moths are found in peninsular Malaysia and have heen affected by different forest
management practices. Hawkmoths are found in Southeast Asia and have been affected by
habitat disturbance. Noetuid moths are found in Australia and have been affected by climate
change. Yucca moths are found in North America and have co-evolved with yucea plants.

Aquatic and semi-aquatic moths are found in freshwater ecosystems around the world,
Life cycle
It consists of four stages

I. Egg : Female moths lay eggs on a suitable food source, such as leaves, sterms. ar fowers,
The eggs are usually small, oval-shaped, and vary in color depending on the species.

2. Larva (Caterpillar) : The ¢gg hatches into a caterpillar, which cais and grows, molting
several times as it outgrows its skin. During this stage, the caterpillar can be vulnerable 10
predators and parasites.

3. Pupa (Chrysalis) : When the caterpillar is fully grown, it forms a pupa or chrysalis, often

in a protected location like a leaf or soil. Inside the Pupa, the caterpillar undergoes a
dramatic transformation, as its body breaks down and reorganizes into the adult moth

form.

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1.2.1: Types of seed germination:

The radicle, the growing point of root emerges from the base of the embryo axis and the
plumule. the growing point of shoot is at the upper end of embryo axis, above the cotyledons.
The section of seedling stem above the cotyledons is called as epicotyl and below the cotyledons
15 called as hypocotyl (Rupendra Kumar, 201 2
Two types of germination are commonly found in cultivated plants.

1. Epigeal germination: Seed germination in dicots in which the cotyledons come above
the so1l surface In this type, the hypocotyl elongates and raises the cotyledons above the
ground surface, it is called as epigeous or epigeal germination. This type of germination
is very common in beans, gourds, castor, tamanind and onion etc Figure 1),

2. Hypogeal germination: Seed germination in dicots in which the cotyledons remain
below the soil surface. In this type, the epicotyl elongates and the hypocotyl does not
raise the cotyledons above ground, which is called as hypogeous or hypogeal

germination. This type of germination is common in mango, custard apple, pea, gram,
lotus and maize etc (Figure 2).
