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Outcomes are what learners should be able to do or have done at the end of the
programme or course.
Outcomes are similar to aims but are more focused on end results and often describe what

actually happened rather than what the teacher intends to happen.

LO;: Students will have rich experiences with language so that they become fluent and
thoughtful users of it and more aware of its significance in their lives.

LO:: It develops a range of literacy and oral skills in a variety of areas. personal, social, and
cultural.
